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Are we really RETHINKING church?   Not too long ago, I brought in a trainer from Grand 
Rapids who spent the better part of a day dealing with church growth and what it will take for us 
to grow.  About 13 people came this year, the year before we had about 40 attended.  The 
question now is how will we apply what we learned?  Here are some easy answers: 
 

1. INVITE SOMEONE TO CHURCH – this month invitational business cards are 
available in the church office.  Complete with the church address, contact information 
and service times, these handy business cards make it easy for you to approach people 
about coming to Calvary UMC.  When you do invite someone to church, place your 
name on the back of the card, and maybe even your own number. 

2. SHARE WHAT WE ARE PREACHING AND TEACHING – more and more we will 
make outreach materials available to help you inform family, friends and neighbors 
about what we are learning together.  This month we’ll be challenged to live “Fearless in 
2010.” Grab a “Fearless” door hanger, pass out a “Fearless” flyer, let someone who 
needs the comfort of the Gospel know that there are answers here at your church for 
them! 

3. During RETHINK church, we reviewed a list of 50 things under $50, and 100 things 
under $100 that we can do to promote the ministries of Calvary UMC.  Little by little, 
(inch by inch) we are actually accomplishing some of those tasks.  Some of them cost 
nothing, but promise to yield results. 

 
This month and then every day, please RETHINK how you personally will reach out for 

Christ and your church – invite new people, greet new faces in the pew near you and look for 
creative ways to introduce people to Calvary UMC.  The best way to do this is by recognizing 
spiritual needs in your midst and helping others to see what Calvary has to offer that will fill 
those needs.
