Matthew 24:13 “But the one who endures to the end, will be saved.”

Endurance is the key to our survival as Christians. It sustains us when times are hard and
when situations arise that we cannot comprehend. The definition for endurance is the ability
to withstand hardship or adversity; especially : the ability to sustain a prolonged stressful
effort or activity. How revealing that Christ would choose this term to describe what it takes
to make it as believers.

Ask yourself this questions: If Jesus were to return today, what would you want him to find
you doing? Now let me ask: Is that what you are doing? If not, why not? Have you asked
the Lord to help you change? It's good to do a little self-reflection from time to time, maybe
even every day. Think about the fact that “no one knows the day or the hour” that Christ
shall return. (Matthew 24:36) Since that is the case, we should always be ready to avoid
being caught off guard.

Being on guard takes training. Training must include the study of God’s word, accountability

to a local church and a pastor (see the Apostle Paul's writings). Training involves adherence
to the WORD, learning sensitivity to the Holy Spirit and relating to one another in love despite
the challenges that relationships may present.

This reminds me of a humble little funny prayer that speaks much truth about our endurance,
or the lack there of:

Dear God,

So far, today Lord, I've done all right. | haven't gossiped, | haven't lost my
temper, haven't been greedy, grumpy, nasty, selfish, or over indulgent. I'm very
thankful for that. But in a few minutes, Lord, I'm going to get out of bed. And from
then on, I'm probably going to need a lot more help! Amen

For the next week after having read this, live your life like it could be your last testament to
Christ. Seek to sustain all day long the holiness that you feel when you first pray to God
in the morning. If we are going to endure to the end, we need to begin with enduring
through the entire day and then take it from there.
